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The Arts Department has changed this administration.  We will continue with ARTS 
IN THE COMMUNITY, but writing and photography have been merged and now 
make up the CREATIVE ARTS Program. 
 
Creative Arts  features contests for individuals for writing or photography; please 
refer to the GFWC Manual for the rules and regulations.  Any submission will be 
awarded 2 points on the honor score. 
 
Arts in the Community will focus on: 
 
 Very Special Arts (VSA).  VSA projects include volunteering at a VSA event, 
donating money, or locating a local special needs school and assisting them with 
their VSA projects.  Honor score points for VSA are 2 points. 
 
Youth Art Month (YAM)    Youth Art month is March.  Your club might sponsor youth 
art contests, advocate for increased support for funding, or host an art exhibit.  One 
idea would be to have your local library or city hall exhibit youth art.  Don’t limit your 
activities for youth to just the month of March, but make it a year long commitment.  
One honor score point will be awarded for any youth art project. 
 
District Arts and Crafts Festival    Now is the time for your club or members to plan 
to enter you District Arts Festival.  All entries must be made in the calendar year of 
2008.  Check the web for the Rules and Entry Forms for the Festival.  These will be 
listed under the Women’s Clubs Reporting Manual and Forms.  One honor score 
point will also be awarded for any entry. 
 
Support of local arts groups, donations of money or instruments to your local school 
bands, music or art scholarships, and sponsorship of senior citizen or after school 
craft workshops will foster Community Art.  Be creative as you focus on Arts in the 
Community.
