This is a new 
idea that is a great way to get to know our state and out of the way places as well as potentially not costing our clubs 
any money but the returns potentially can be huge. 
Our fundraising table will also have some new items that will proudly display out One Voice for children Logo as 
well as our junior tag line. We will have items that can be used as recuiritment tools and incentives for membership.
