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GFWC's International Affairs Department allows clubs to reach beyond their own 
communities through education and global awareness. The International Affairs 
Department promotes world peace by providing a better understanding of other countries. 
The International Affairs Department provides a structure for club members to learn 
about other cultures while supporting a variety of international aid efforts. This 
department is responsible for keeping the members aware of international facts the 
domestic and global problems we face, and the impact that we, as Americans, have on the 
International community.  International Affairs activities might include:  

�  Donate money and supplies to Operation Smile  
�  Prepare an international themed dinner for club members  
�  Promote the work of the United Nations  
�  Encourage awareness of world hunger and health issues  

CARE, PLAN USA (formally Childreach), CURE INTERNATIONAL , and HEIFER 
PROJECT INTERNATIONAL  are just a few. CLOWNS WITHOUT BORDERS  
work to spread happiness and positive social change all over the world where children 
live in crisis--from refugee camps to conflict zones. OPERATION SMILE  continues to 
provide reconstructive surgery to children and adults in developing countries. Check the 
manual to find more information on these and other projects.
